And Adonai Elohim
planted a garden toward the east, in Eden; and there
He placed the adam whom He had formed ... Then
Adonai Elohim said, “It is not good for the adam to be
alone; | will make him a helper suitable for him.” ...
So Adonai Elohim caused a deep sleep to fall upon
the adam, and he slept; then He took one of his
sides, and closed up the flesh at that place. And
Adonai Elohim fashioned info a woman the side
which He had taken from the adam, and brought her
to the adam. And the adam said, “This is now bone of
my bones, and flesh of my flesh. She shall be called
ishah (7wR), because she was taken out of ish (v°R).”
For this cause an ish shall leave his father and his
mother, and shall cleave to his ishah; and they shall
become one flesh. And the adam and his ishah were
both naked and were not ashamed.
