2.  The WICKED son 
3.  The SIMPLE son 
4.  The CLUELESS son 

 



 
1 - The WISE Son: 
What does he say? “What are these testimonies, statutes 
and judgments which God, our God, has commanded 
you?”           (Deut.6:20) 
 
2 - The WICKED Son: 
What does he say? “What is this ritual to you?” 

 
3 - The SIMPLE Son: 
What does he say? “What is this?” 
 
4 - The CLUELESS Son: 
What does he say? “Duhhh….”

Q.#2 – Saducees  “Ignorance” 
Q.#3 – Torah Scholar “Testing” (in order to prove worth)
